Viet Nam is also recognized as having one of the world's largest stocks of agricultural 

plant and livestock varieties, including more than 6,000 varieties of rice, about 800 

species of agricultural crops, and 40 domestic animals. 

Between 2014 and 2018, information on 344 new species found - 208 animals, 136 

plants - was published in international scientific journals and the national Journal of 

Biology of VAST.
